
2010 Mike Mendicello Tournament 
April 9-11, 2010 

 
Dear Coach, 
 
On behalf of the Greater Longview Soccer Association (GLSA), you are invited to enter the 2010 Mike 
Mendicello Tournament. The tournament is recreational for boys’ and girls’ U-8 through U-14 teams, and open 
competition for boys’ and girls’ U-16 and U-19 teams. Three (3) guest players are allowed. All teams must 
present an NTSSA medical release form for each player at check-in. GLSA does not require these forms to be 
notarized. Mandatory team check-in is April 9. If your team is unable to check-in on that date, then your 
team will be dropped from the tournament. 
 
Your application, entry fee, and official roster signed by your registrar must be postmarked by March 19, 
2010. The guest player release deadline is April 2, 2010. Mike Mendicello Tournament will be held at Lear 
Complex only, so space is extremely limited. Do not wait until the last minute to enter! 
 
GLSA office will be closed March 15-19 for Spring Break. Please mail your application or bring it to the office 
and slide it under the door. A GLSA Board member will pick up anything left in the office. The office will be 
open 10a-2p Friday, April 2 for the Guest Player form deadline. 
 
The tournament will play under NTSSA tournament rules, in addition to: ROSTERED coaches and players will 
occupy one sideline and all spectators will occupy the other sideline AND each player will have his/her own 
jersey with a permanent unique number which corresponds to the team’s official Misconduct Report/Game 
Roster. Any discrepancies or duplications will result in a forfeit. All divisions will be guaranteed a three-game 
minimum, provided all teams show up for their games. Schedules will be posted at www.longviewsoccer.com by 
Friday, April 2, 2010. 
 
Some qualifying games may be played on Friday night. Any remaining qualifying games, the semi-finals and 
finals will be played on Sunday. 
 
There is no longer a U10 Div II bracket. The new U9 bracket and all U10 teams will play for standings 
only. 
 
Trophies are guaranteed for 1st and 2nd place in all divisions U9 and above. Participation awards are awarded for 
U-8 only. 
 
Entry fees:  
U-8 to U-10: $200; U-12 to U-19: $250 
 
Only certified funds will be accepted. Cashier’s checks, business sponsor checks, or money orders should 
be made payable to GLSA. PERSONAL CHECKS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED! 
 
If your team has referees or linesmen that would like to work during the tournament, please give their names, 
addresses, and phone numbers to our Referee Assignor, Jettie Zimicki, at 903-759-7601 or jettiez@swbell.net. 
They will not be scheduled to work during your games.
