Competitive and Potential Competitive Coaches and Managers,

It’s that time of year to be thinking of your competitive TEAM FACT SHEETS. These fact sheets can be time-consuming and they are due to North Texas by June 15th. If you plan on having a competitive (playing outside of the Greater Longview area) U-11 or older team in the fall, North Texas must receive your team fact sheet before June 15th, as no faxes or emails are accepted by North Texas. A copy of the fact sheet also needs to be dropped off or mailed to the GLSA office at the same time. The fact sheet is on the www.ntxsoccer.org website under the forms link: Youth Soccer Competitive Fact Sheet.

Reminders:

1. A player must be at least ten (10) years old by JULY 31 to be eligible to play competitive soccer.
2. Tryout dates and times must be posted for the public, preferably via the newspaper.

3. No contracts can be signed or postdated before July 1. North Texas will suspend a coach for this.
4. Although a team may register and play in out-of-town leagues, your team’s ROSTER must come from GLSA if you or your players live in the Greater Longview soccer area.

5. No team roster will be given before I review and approve the team’s paperwork.

A competitive team’s paperwork consists of:

1. Competitive Fact Sheet received by North Texas and GLSA by June 15.

2. Tryout sheet with the player and parent’s signatures.

3. Completed competitive player form for each player. Name must match the name on the birth certificate.
4. Completed and typed team roster.

5. Birth certificates for every player.

6. Completed and notarized medical authorization for each player.

7. Copy of coaching licenses for each coach and assistant coach.

8. Each coach, assistant coach, and manager must complete the online Risk Management form: https://ntssa.sportstech.net.isis.net/register/vms.html and be approved before a roster can be issued.

*Bring a copy of each of the above documents to our meeting.

All of these forms can be found at www.ntxsoccer.org
Call or email me to set up a time and place for me to review your team’s paperwork so a roster can be approved. After I review the paperwork, I will fax a copy of the proposed roster to the office.

July is a very busy time for the GLSA office with recreational registration. A minimum of three (3) days is needed for the official roster to be created. Please be aware that many playing league registration deadlines hit in July and early August. I urge you to research these deadlines, get your paperwork together correctly, and not be caught scrambling over last-minute details which could ultimately hurt you or your team.

I will not accept any payment. A cashier’s check, money order, or cash will be taken at the GLSA office when you go to pick up your official roster. NO PERSONAL CHECKS WILL BE ACCEPTED. The cost is $25 per new player, $5 per coach, assistant coach, and manager for risk management and insurance purposes, and $100 administration fee. An additional $100 is due if your team plans to play “friendlies” at Lear Soccer Complex.
Official rosters will not be given until all paperwork is completed, turned in, fees paid, and the Risk Management online form approved.
